Personal Construct Psychology is an invaluable tool in working with interpersonal scenarios which provides both theoretical models for understanding situations and practical methods for mapping and intervening in them. 

With its emphasis on sociality and shared meaning-making, PCP is essentially a relational approach. Constructs are seen as being created through interaction and conversation, rather than somehow existing ‘within’ the person. As meanings are created in dialogue and conversation, the reflexive practitioner meets ongoing opportunities for creativity and invention.

Exploring Relational Practice 
This session will introduce some creative methods with relevance to counselling, coaching and psychotherapy, with a chance to get acquainted with their application and to learn to generate fresh tools to apply to the unique situations with which we are continuously confronted.

Afternoon session:

Experiments in Relational Inquiry and Group Work 
Reflecting on the work of a variety of influential practitioners in the fields of constructivist and critical inquiry and research, this session will share and develop ideas on collaborative methods, and will encourage participants to frame new experiments in practice.
